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By road from the A30 to Trewerry Cottages 
By road the Cottages are only 4 miles from the main Cornish trunk Road; the A30.  GPS users note that a new section 
of the A30 has recently opened (2007), just follow the dual carriageway from Innis Downs across Goss Moor and past 
Indian Queens. Take the turn-off for Summercourt; follow the slip road to a cross roads with traffic lights and take a 
right onto the A3058 - signed towards Trerice. Just after the second cross roads at Gummow’s Shop (a place, not a 
real shop!) take a left at the third cross roads. Once on the lanes slow down (you are on holiday!) and watch out for, 
horses, tractors and livestock if not used to country driving. 

1st Cross roads (with traffic 
lights): Turn right & drive 
over bridge across the A30 
and continue for 2 miles 

2nd Cross roads 

A30 descends and then  
levels off, get ready to take  
the Summercourt turn-off 
 

A30 climbs up from 
Goss Moor to a crest

Driving westwards along the 
lane note the left hand turns to 
Degembris and Benny Mill. 
Descend a further ½ mile 
noting a farm and then a house 
on your right. Continue for 
another 200m; at a T junction 
turn left and after 50m turn 
right into the car park  

Turn-off the A30 for Summercourt  
Onto the slip road; School Road

follow lane for ~2 miles
